Concept Development

The development of the concepts, or functional
knowledge, for each topic area is essential so that
students will achieve the performance outcomes
for the selected CTE topic areas.

Review textbook material to generally

determine if:

o Sufficient information is provided for
students to be able to demonstrate
competency in each concept (Providing
sufficient information contributes directly to
a student’s achievement of the performance
outcomes for that CTE topic area)

o Illustrations, graphs, charts, and
demonstrations are current, correlated, and
accurate and presented in a variety of
formats

o Textbook provides objectives as well as
review and reinforcement of concepts and
vocabulary

e Glossaries, bibliographies, indices,
appendices, and tables of content are
included, comprehensive, and easy to use

Explanation of rating for
concept development:

-lack of information on career
clusters (outdated text book could
be reason for this)

-career focused (more for ICE)

Quality Assessment

High quality assessments:

e Include a variety of student assessment
strategies

e Arelinked to relevant objectives/standards

e Provide students with opportunities to
demonstrate their understanding of key CTE
concepts and apply learned skills to real-life
or diverse situations (i.e., what students
know and are able to do in new or different
situations)

e Provide criteria for students regarding
learning targets and assessment criteria
(e.g., rubric, performance checklist), and
allow continuous access to evidence of
progress

Incorporate multiple measures over time

Quality Assessment should have
been rated “Meets” instead of
“inadequate”.

Teachers have
the ability to edit, add, or revise an
existing test for open-ended
response. Ancillary materials also
include Preparing for Career Success
Student Interest Inventory and a
Preparing for Success Student
Activity Book that contains a set of
true/false questions and unique
supplementary worksheets for each
chapter of the textbook. Preparing
for Career Success Student Portfolio
follows the textbook chapter by
chapter to help students create a
career plan and keep track of
portfolio documents.

Use of Assessment should have
been rated “Meets” instead of
“inadequate”. Case Studies within
each chapter relate to the chapter’s
topic and feature young adults
facing problems in their lives. Each
case study focuses on one of several
key themes, including personal and
career planning, personal
responsibility, problem-solving
techniques, character, and life skills.
Critical Thinking questions and
activities lead students to think
about how to handle the real-life
situations described in the case
study. Self-Understanding exercises
help students increase their level of
understanding of personal interests,
aptitudes, values, attitudes, and
competence. All the above
mentioned activities can be used as
an alternate form of assessment
based on student response and




participation.
