[image: ][image: ]The National High School Center calls early warning systems “a promising approach to effective dropout prevention” by using readily available data to systematically identify students who are at risk and matching them with appropriate interventions.


The Early Warning System (EWS) will equip schools to ensure that students are on track to graduate by reviewing:

ehavior


ourse and academic performance
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The Indiana Department of Education would leverage a partnership with the M.A. Rooney Foundation to utilize the Ed-Fi Data Standard. Over 20 Indiana school districts have already partnered with the M.A. Rooney foundation to effectively track student data in order to make informed decisions related to instruction, student performance, and behavior.
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The M.A. Rooney Foundation would partner with the IDOE to provide sustainable professional development to ensure that the data is actionable.




The IDOE Division of School Improvement would coordinate the Early Warning System with school improvement and achievement plans. The IDOE will provide tools for schools to utilize the EWS to match appropriate early interventions to proactively address student dropout.
Implications:
1) Expand the MOU with the M.A. Rooney foundation to utilize any school corporation’s data for Ed-Fi Data Standard
2) Coordinate IDOE Office of Information Technology with Ed-Fi Data Standard
3) Incorporate the EWS into Indiana’s ESEA flexibility waiver to address components of Principle 2 and determine school requirements
4) Develop sustainable professional development through M. A. Rooney Foundation
4) Monitor the use of the EWS
[bookmark: _GoBack]Chicago Public Schools saw its rate of 9th grade students being “on track” to graduate dramatically rise from 57% in 2007 to 84% in 2012 through the use of its warning system. Those improvements were sustained in 10th and 11th grades followed by large increases in graduation rates.
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
