The purpose of this memo is to provide you with information about new academic standards for K-12 students in Indiana.  As you may be aware, a law passed in 2013 (HEA 1427) requiring the State Board of Education to adopt new K-12 standards by July 1, 2014.  In April, the State Board adopted new standards, which will be implemented locally starting in the 2014-2015 school year.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The new college and career ready standards, as well as correlation documents for each grade and subject can be found on the Indiana Department of Education website at http://www.doe.in.gov/standards/resources .  The correlation documents provide a side-by-side layout of the new standards aligned most closely to the previous standards and key comparative analysis.
I am providing this information so you may begin working with local school corporations and schools in identifying existing resources or developing new resources to align locally-adopted textbooks, digital content, and supplemental resources with the new college and career ready standards.
The Department of Education understands that for each vendor this is differentiated work.  It would be helpful if you were able to offer very affordable supplemental tools to local corporations. I encourage your prompt engagement with school corporations and schools to ensure they have the resources in place locally so teachers are well prepared to teach the new content at the outset and throughout the 2014-2015 school year.
