Subject: Mathematics Grade: Kindergarten

Tier I: Visual Learners
Students will draw pictures of at least two different ways to get to eleven.

Tier Il: Auditory Learners
Students will describe verbally at least two different ways to get to eleven.

Tier I11: Kinesthetic Learners
Students will act-out at least two different ways to get to eleven.

Assessment:
Students will share their products with the whole class. Teacher and class will
check for accuracy. Teacher may also assess by observation as students
complete their products.
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
