This is the actual ONLINE Grant Application.  You MUST enter your grant application here to be considered for funding.  The online form does NOT allow saving of a partially completed application so you will have to enter all the information in one session.  For this reason we supply you with the template (see #2 above) to compile and organize your responses.  Please note that applications are due by January 31, 2015.

This funding opportunity is very similar to the previous 2014 and 2010 NSLP Equipment Grants, as well as, the Stimulus Equipment Grant in 2009.  Preference will generally be given to schools and corporations that DID NOT receive grants in those three previous initiatives.  We anticipate giving between 30 and 40 grants, with a maximum of $20,000 per award.
