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Monthly Milk Purchase Summary

Milk Receipts/Invoices and the documentation related to donated food items must be kept on file at all times during and after the SFSP operations. This is especially critical for sponsors not using the Offer versus Serve option.    

For every breakfast and lunch/supper claimed, the sponsor must be able to document that 8 ounces of milk was purchased and served.  If milk is included as one of the two required components for a snack, sponsor must have documentation proving that 8 ounces of milk was purchased for each snack served.

1 gallon  - provides 16 eight ounces servings
½ gallon - provides 8 eight ounces servings
1 pint -      provides 2 eight ounces servings
½ pint -     provides 1 eight ounce serving


There is no reimbursement of the meals for which the sponsor cannot document that sufficient amount of milk (8 ounces of milk for each meal) was served with each breakfast, lunch/supper and snack (if milk was part of the snack menu). The sponsor may use this form or additional attachment to document that enough milk was purchased and served.

The total amount of 8 ounce servings of milk purchased for the time period must exceed or be equal to the grand total of breakfasts, lunches/suppers, and milk snacks claimed for reimbursement for the same time. 
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
