Food Service Directors: Tell your food 
distributor that you are interested in 
purchasing local food and supporting the 
local economy.

Farmers and Producers: Contact the food 
service director at your nearby school to learn 
the school’s needs and when 
they need it.

School Teachers: Many curricula exist that 
allow teachers to integrate food and food 
system concepts into classroom learning. 
Network with other teachers and 
administrators about what your school or 
district could do to support Farm to School.

Parents and Community Members: Approach 
the school administration and school boards 
to communicate your support of Farm to 
School in your community. Volunteer in the 
classroom or the cafeteria.
