Monthly Milk Purchase Summary
In addition to the regular Milk Receipts and Invoices, the documentation related to Donated milk and other donated food items must be kept on file during the program operations and for additional three years, plus the current operating year.
Sponsors not using the Offer v. Serve method: For every breakfast and lunch/supper claimed the sponsor must be able to document that 8 ounces of milk was purchased and served.  If milk is included as one of the two required meal components for a reimbursable snack, sponsor must have documentation proving that 8 ounces of milk was purchased for each snack served.

There is no reimbursement of the meals for which the sponsor cannot document sufficient amount of milk (8 oz) was served with each breakfast, and lunch/supper. The sponsor may use this form or additional attachment for this purpose. 

1 gallon - provides 16 eight ounces servings

½ gallon - provides 8 eight ounces servings

1 pint - provides 2 eight ounces servings

½ pint - provides 1 eight ounce serving
