A serious deficiency notice must specify the regulation citation for each serious deficiency identified. Serious deficiencies identified in the regulations for day care homes include:
· Submission of false information on the application; §226.16(l)(2)(i)
· Submission of false claims for reimbursement; §226.16(l)(2)(ii)
· Simultaneous participation under more than one sponsoring organization; §226.16(l)(2)(iii)
· Non-compliance with the Program meal pattern; §226.16(l)(2)(iv)
· Failure to keep required records; §226.16(l)(2)(v)
· Conduct or conditions that threaten the health or safety of a child(ren) in care, or the public health or safety; §226.16(l)(2)(vi)
· A determination that the day care home has been convicted of any activity that occurred during the past seven years and that indicated a lack of business integrity. A lack of business integrity includes fraud, antitrust violations, embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, receiving stolen property, making false claims, obstruction of justice, or any other activity indicating a lack of business integrity as defined by the State agency, or the concealment of such a conviction; §226.16(l)(2) (vii)
· Failure to participate in training; §226.16(l)(2)(viii)
· Any other circumstance related to non-performance under the sponsoring organization-day care home agreement, as specified by the sponsoring organization or the State agency; §226.16(l)(2)(ix)
