Nomination Guidelines:

Nominees should have a minimum of two years work experience in school food service. All food service personnel except directors are eligible. Provide sufficient detail explaining how the nominee exhibits the qualities listed for the selection criteria.

Entries must include ALL of the following information:

1. Nominee's name and position.

2. School name, address, and telephone.

3. Nominated by: name, title, address, telephone, relationship to employee, signature, and date. Please list only one nominator, however you may include up to three letters of support from others.

4. List all school food service work experience including the length of time at each school.

5. List all food service related classes, conferences, workshops, and projects in which the individual has participated in the past two years.

6. Describe the characteristics and job performance of the employee including attitude, quality of work, efficiency, and attendance.

7. Give examples of how the employee has demonstrated good customer service and promoted nutrition education.

8. Number of employees supervised, if any.

9. Additional comments, if needed.
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
