Summer Food Service Program Procurement
State agencies and Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) sponsors shall comply with the requirements of 7 CFR part 3016 (Uniform administrative requirements for grants and cooperative agreements to State and local governments) or 7 CFR part 3019 (Uniform administrative requirements for grants and agreements with institutions of higher education, hospitals, and other non-profit organizations), as applicable, concerning the procurement of supplies, food, equipment and other services with Program funds.  
These requirements ensure that such materials and services are obtained for the program efficiently and economically and in compliance with applicable laws and executive orders.
All procurement transactions will be conducted in a manner providing full and open competition consistent with the standards of 7 CFR part 3016.16.
If a purchase is less than the $100,000 purchase threshold the sponsor may utilize small purchase requirements.  The sponsor may request no less than three quotations for products and services.  The sponsor must have an evaluation process for the selection of the purchase.

If a purchase is equal to or greater than $100,000 a sponsor must utilize the formal bid process for large purchases.
