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WE ARE Chapel Hill 7" and 8" Grade Center-
a school of 1098 students that feed into Ben
Davis High School and Ben Davis University.
We are located on the west side of
Indianapolis.

OUR STUDENTS & FAMILIES Chapel Hill
7" and 8" Grade Center serves a diverse
student population of 1098 students which
includes 45% African Americans, 21%
Hispanic, 27% White, 7% Multiracial, and 64%
qualify for free or reduced price meals.

14 of OUR TEACHERS have volunteered to

be mentors to our Young Men of Purpose
leadership group.

OUR PROMISING PRACTICE began two
years ago with the creation of a boy’s
leadership group called Young Men of Purpose.
The group has grown from 101 students
participating in 2015 to 140 in 2016. The goal of
the group is to positively impact our students,
our school, and our community.

OUR STEPS Young Men of Purpose members
each month study a principle out of their YMP
book and then put that principle into action. For
example, in December we studied the principle
of service and what it means to serve others.
We then put that principle into action by
adopting families for the holidays and doing a
hat and glove drive for our feeder schools. In
two years we have helped five Wayne Families
and two feeder schools. In March, we studied
the principle of Career Exploration and then
held our annual Careers and Entrepreneurship
week. We had speakers come in to discuss
many different careers such as aviation, sports
journalism, becoming a fireman, music DJ, and
owning a health club. We also had the parent of
a NBA player come in to discuss what it takes
to play professional sports. Other principles we
have studied are peer influence, financial
management, self-confidence, high school
readiness, toughness and many others.
