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Attention all staff members, Please take a few minutes at the beginning of 4th period, September 7, after announcements to discuss the following emergency scenario.

Location: Carmel High School Football Stadium

Event:  Varsity Football Game

During a varsity football game, approximately 5000 adults and students are in attendance.  In addition, approximately 500-700 middle school and elementary aged students are attending the game, many without parental supervision.   An announcement is made that a severe storm will be over the stadium within the next 10 to 15 minutes.  The information is that the storm consists of lightning, high winds and possible hail, and that at this time the stadium is to be evacuated immediately.  In addition, the national weather service is issuing a tornado watch.

Please relay this information to your students and emphasize each point:

1. Ensure that you emphasize that students LISTEN to the information that will be given during subsequent announcements.  This information WILL guide their response.
1. Interject the following announcement 
1. “Ladies  & Gentlemen, it had been determined that there is severe weather on the way which may include [lightning/high winds/tornado]. At this time we are requesting that you seek appropriate shelter in your vehicles, STUDENTS who are not with a parent or supervising adult and do not have a vehicle for shelter should report to the following locations for shelter.  There will be administrators or law enforcement officials at the shelter locations to assist”    
1. 1. North side of the home stands in the hospitality room; 2. Tennis Facility behind the visitor side stands; 3. Garage on the south end of the visitor side stands; 
1. Make sure the students know that they need to IMMEDIATELY report to a vehicle, or the designated shelter areas.
1. Emphasize that just like in fire alarm situations, it is imperative that students proceed in an orderly manner to their shelter.
1. Discuss the importance of listening and following directions due to the large number of attendees.  Advise students that there are plans for their safety and that contacting parents should be taken care of once they are in shelter and not prior.
