Subject: New Video Early Childhood Special Education Resources for Parents, Providers, and Referral Sources
It is with great pleasure that the Indiana Effective Evaluation Resource Center is sharing the link to three new video resources.  We hope you find them useful in enhancing your communication with staff, families, providers, and community partners. The three videos are:
(1) Parent Referral Process for Preschool Special Education.  This twenty-five minute video is a simulated intake meeting with a family; it is comprised of eight modules.  The modules review each step of what happens after a family contacts the school special education system with questions, including referral, parent rights, evaluation, case conference, the evaluation report, and eligibility.  The modules can be viewed as a whole or one at a time.  Suggestions on how to use:
a. Share with families considering or coming into the school referral process
b. Share with referral sources and community partners to provide information about  the processes of referral, evaluation, and IEP planning 
c. Share with staff to educate on what happens in the public school special education system so they can support families’ questions

(2) Similarities and Differences between First Steps and Public Preschool Special Education Therapy Services.  The length of this video is approximately 25 minutes and is broken down into nine modules which can be viewed separately or as a whole.  In a question and answer format, First Steps and public school therapy providers review their service delivery models.  Areas of content include: focus of therapy model, eligibility determination, intensity and frequency in service delivery, service plans, what therapy looks like, family involvement, and payment of services.  Suggestions on how to use:
a. Share with staff to delineate how services differ between the service systems
b. Share with new families about to receive services from public school
c. Share with families about to leave First Steps services
d. Share with referral sources and community partners to enhance their understanding of the two service systems

(3) Using ISTAR KR at Intake, Evaluation, Initial IEP, and Progress Monitoring.  This video is approximately 30 minutes in length, and is comprised of eight modules to be viewed separately or as a whole.  Three school systems participate in a question and answer format to discuss their reason for selecting ISTAR KR as a supplemental instrument at referral and evaluation, their strategies for using ISTAR KR at referral and evaluation, the impact of using ISTAR KR during evaluation and initial goal development, the use of ISTAR KR to monitor student progress, and how ISTAR KR has enhanced communication and collaboration with families and colleagues.
Suggestions on how to use this video:
a. View with evaluation team to consider the value in using ISTAR KR as a supplemental tool
