Overview

Through the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act, as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Federal funds are available to each state to support programs that meet the needs of homeless children and youth.  The Indiana Department of Education must use the funds to competitively distribute grants to local educational agencies (LEAs) for the establishment of projects which promote the enrollment, attendance, and success of homeless children and youth in school and preschool.  

For 2014-2016, the Indiana Department of Education has set the following goals for McKinney-Vento Education for Homeless Children and Youth program:

1). Promote full compliance with McKinney-Vento law;

2). Increase awareness of homelessness and its effects on schools and communities;

3). Improve quality and accuracy of data collection and reporting;

4). Increase and promote effective practices among stakeholders.

The Department has set the following performance measures to determine progress toward meeting the four program goals listed above.  The performance measures are as follows:
1). The number of students experiencing homelessness who are identified by the STN reporting system will increase by 10% each year.
2). Each year, the percentage of students experiencing homelessness served by subgrantee districts who pass the ISTEP+ in English/Language Arts and Math will exceed the Indiana state average passing rate for students experiencing homelessness.

3). Each year, the percentage of students experiencing homelessness in Indiana who pass the ISTEP+ in English/Language Arts and Math will exceed the national average passing rates on state assessments for students experiencing homelessness.

4). Each year, the percentage of students experiencing homelessness in the high growth percentile will exceed that of the state median.

5). The 5 year graduation rate for students experiencing homelessness will grow a minimum of 3% each year.  

Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis to LEAs that have developed programs that go above and beyond the requirements of the law and that document effective collaboration between LEAs and service providers to ensure that homeless children receive needed services.  

Grants will be awarded for the period of October 1, 2014 to September 30, 2015 then, reassessed for funding awards for October 1, 2015 to September 30, 2016.  

APPLICATION DEADLINE

In order to be considered for funding, grant applications must be received by the Indiana Department of Education no later than 4:30PM EST on June 20, 2014.
Applications received after June 20, 2014 will not be considered for funding, with no exceptions.

Definition of Homelessness

Section 11434a. of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act defines a homeless individual as one who lacks a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence.  Based on the McKinney-Vento definition, the following children and youths should be considered homeless:

· children and youths who are sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason; are living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping grounds due to the lack of alternative accommodations; are living in emergency or transitional shelters; are abandoned in hospitals; or are awaiting foster care placement;

· children and youths who have a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings …

· children and youths who are living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations, or similar settings; and

· unaccompanied and migratory children who qualify as homeless because the children are living in circumstances described above.
Selection Criteria

Grants are awarded on a highly competitive basis.  Awards will be made based on the proposed project’s quality, an assessment of the educational and related needs of students, and the ability of the applicant to meet these needs.  Applicants must be able to demonstrate need by showing a minimum of 50 students experiencing homelessness enrolled or a homeless rate of no less than 1.5% for the applicant districts.  In meeting the minimum threshold requirement of this application, an LEA may consider developing a consortium or a joint program that serves the maximum number of homeless students.  
To receive an award, applicants must be in compliance with McKinney-Vento law and applicable state laws related to homelessness.  However, the Indiana Department of Education will only fund proposals of exceptionally high quality that go beyond the basic requirements of the McKinney-Vento Act.  Awards will be made on the quality of the project and its ability to excel as a model for Indiana.  In addition, proposals must show a well-developed, feasible plan for reaching the needs of homeless children and youth, including but not limited to professional development opportunities, an evaluation plan, and strong collaboration with at least one community-based organization, public agency, or other nonprofit organization.  
Additional Requirements for Selection

Collaboration: The McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Program is designed to promote collaboration between and within LEAs and community-based human service organizations.  LEAs must collaborate with at least one community-based organization, public agency, or other nonprofit organization in order to qualify for funding through this grant.  For the purpose of this application, collaboration means that the community agency(ies) should assist the LEA in preparing and implementing the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Grant.  Applicants chosen for grant awards will be those that show strong evidence of true collaboration with one or more community partners (i.e., the partnership is more than just one on paper). 

In addition to collaboration with community partners, McKinney-Vento programs must collaborate with other education programs.  Title I programs are a required partner under Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, (20 U.S.C. Sec. 6312).  Applicants that are unable to show a Title I, Part A set-aside for their school corporation will NOT be considered for funding.  The set-aside must be an actual dollar amount; in-kind contributions do not qualify.  The set-aside must be clearly identifiable as provided specifically for the district’s homeless students to directly address needs exacerbated by or due to housing status.  For example, if a district’s set-aside covers a tutor’s salary, the district must be able to show that the tutor spends the time paid for by the set-aside working only with homeless students.  If the tutor works with both homeless and permanently housed students, the salary paid by the set-aside must be proportionate to the amount of time the tutor spends working with homeless students.  Collaboration between the McKinney-Vento program and other programs must involve more than the act of simply allocating a set-aside.  Evidence should show that Title I (and other school district program staff) and the McKinney-Vento liaison mutually aid each other to identify and address specific needs of homeless students within the school district.  Other education programs that must be involved as a part of the education of homeless students due to federal and state law and regulations include, but are not limited to, special education, transportation, vocational education, and the National School Lunch and Breakfast Program.
Applications that include a letter from their regional continuum of care (CoC) will be eligible for bonus points.  The local CoC is responsible for providing a range of services for homeless persons which ultimately are meant to provide resources needed to leave homelessness.  This includes a variety of activities, from local data collection to the provision of shelter.  Letters eligible for bonus points must come from and be signed by a chair of the regional CoC and outline activities in which a representative of the school’s McKinney-Vento project has participated within the last calendar year.  Emails and phone calls from CoC representatives are not acceptable to meet the bonus criteria.

Monitoring
Up to once per year during the award period, awardees will be monitored by the Indiana Department of Education.  Monitoring will focus on the progress of each grant recipient in meeting the objectives stated in the approved grant application.  Monitoring will address the number and quality of services being provided to eligible participants, and it will include a review of documented activities in the areas of identification, policy and procedure review, and enrollment; fiscal management; and collaboration activities.  

Programs will be monitored and scored using a Department-approved monitoring rubric.  Any awardee receiving an unsatisfactory monitoring report will be given 60 days to submit corrective action and begin implementing necessary changes.  Awardees receiving unsatisfactory monitoring reports that do not submit or appropriately implement corrective action within the timeframe specified will be ineligible for funding the following year.  

Awardees with a grant balance in excess of $500 remaining at the end of a project term may also be denied renewal funding for a period of one year after the project end date.

Federal law requires that each grant recipient submit an annual performance and fiscal report for each grant program year.  The annual reports are submitted to the Indiana Department of Education on forms provided by the Department of Education.  Information gathered from the annual report will be included in a report submitted to the United States Department of Education.  This does not replace the DOE-AD report submitted by all districts in the state at the end of the school year.  Grant recipients must submit the aforementioned annual report in addition to the DOE-AD report as they collect different information.
Grant Review: Proposals will be reviewed using the scoring rubric provided in this application.  Application receiving less than 70% of the possible points will be excluded from funding.
Award Funding

Awards will be granted for 2 one-year periods based on the availability of Federal Homeless Education funds and grantee performance during the first year.  Both years’ allocations will require a one year contract agreement, review of projected activities, analysis of prior year’s outcome data and fiscal management.  
Awards will be made based on the proposed project’s quality, an assessment of the educational and related needs of students, the ability of the applicant to meet these needs, and the availability of Federal funds. Grant awards for the Program may also consider as a basis for funding, the number of homeless students served in the prior school year. Grant awards for the Program will not exceed $75,000.  Do not request more than the maximum amount.  PROPOSALS REQUESTING MORE THAN THE MAXIMUM AMOUNT WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  Grants are awarded on a competitive basis and information in this application packet and otherwise provided as technical support by the Indiana Department of Education should NOT be considered a guarantee of funding or funding amounts.  The Indiana Department of Education reserves the right to make all final decisions regarding funding.
	 Based on the LEAs’ reported count of homeless students in the 2012 -2013 CSPR, guidelines for grant awards 
may use the following award ranges: 
• Tier 1:  50-150 homeless students – Grant range up to $15,000 for each year of the grant 

• Tier 2: 151-300 homeless students – Grant range up to $30,000 for each year of the grant 

• Tier 3: 301-500 homeless students – Grant range up to $45,000 for each year of the grant 

• Tier 4: 501-900 homeless students – Grant range up to $60,000 for each year of the grant 

• Tier 5: More than 900 homeless students – Grant range up to $75,000 for each year of the grant 

LEAs with less than 50 reported homeless students may submit an application with a consortium of districts whose
 number of identified students is at least 50. 


Authorized Activities

An awardee may use funds for activities that carry out the purpose of the McKinney-Vento Act, including the following [42 U.S.C. § 11433(d)]:
· The provision of tutoring, supplemental instruction, and enriched educational services that are linked to the achievement of the same challenging State academic content standards and challenging State student academic achievement standards established for other children and youths.

· The provision of expedited evaluations of the strengths and needs of homeless children and youths, including needs and eligibility for programs and services (such as educational programs for gifted and talented students, children with disabilities, and students with limited English proficiency, services provided under Title I or similar State or local programs, programs in vocational and technical education, and school nutrition programs).

· Professional development and other activities for educators and pupil services personnel that are designed to heighten the understanding and sensitivity of such personnel to the needs of homeless children and youths, the rights of such children and youths under the McKinney-Vento Act, and the specific educational needs of runaway and homeless youths.

· The provision of referral services to homeless children and youths for medical, dental, mental, and other health services.

· The provision of assistance to defray the excess cost of transportation for students under U.S.C. § 11432 (g) (4) (A), not otherwise provided through Federal, State, or local funding, where necessary to enable students to attend the school selected under section U.S.C. § 11432 (g) (3).

· The provision of developmentally appropriate early childhood education programs not otherwise provided through Federal, State, or local funding.

· The provision of services and assistance to attract, engage, and retain homeless children and youths in public school programs and services provided to non-homeless children and youths.

· The provision for homeless children and youths of before- and after-school mentoring and summer programs in which a teacher or other qualified individual provides tutoring, homework assistance, and supervision of educational activities.

· The provision of education and training to the parents of homeless children and youths about the rights of and resources available to such children and youths.

· If necessary, the payment of fees and other costs associated with tracking, obtaining, and transferring records necessary to enroll homeless children and youths in school, including birth certificates, immunization or medical records, academic records, guardianship records, and evaluations for special programs or services.
·  Development of coordination between schools and agencies providing services 

·  Provision of pupil services (including violence prevention counseling) and referrals for such services 

·  Activities to address needs that may arise from domestic violence 

·  Adaptation of space and purchase of supplies for non-school facilities to provide services listed above 

·  Provision of school supplies, including those to be distributed at shelters or other appropriate locations 

·  Other extraordinary or emergency assistance needed to enable homeless students to attend school.
Services may be provided through programs on school grounds or in community-based settings.  To the maximum extent possible, services should be provided through existing programs and mechanisms that integrate homeless individuals with non-homeless individuals.

No points will be given to the appendix, although documents included in the appendix may be used to provide support to other sections and therefore increase the overall score of an application.   The Appendix must be no more than 10 pages in length.  Any materials including names of clients or students will be removed.  Brochures for agencies are NOT appropriate for the appendix.
