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DID YOU KNOW?

· There are two types of Title I programs, Targeted Assisted (TAS) or Schoolwide (SWP). Title I schools with percentages of low income students of at least 40 percent and after undergoing a year of planning, may use Title I funds, along with other Federal, State, and local funds, to operate a "schoolwide program" to upgrade the instructional program for the whole school. Title I schools with less than 40 percent low income students or that choose not to operate a schoolwide program offer a "targeted assistance program" in which the school identifies students who are failing, or most at risk of failing, to meet the State's academic achievement standards. Both schoolwide and targeted assistance programs must use instructional strategies based on scientifically based research.
· Indiana’s Elementary and Secondary Education (ESEA) Flexibility Waiver waive the 40 percent poverty requirement for schools identified as either Focus or Priority.  
· Schools that opt to implement schoolwide programs are not required to identify students who are eligible to participate; schools also have the option to consolidate and use funds or services together with other Federal, State, and local funds that the school receives (Indiana schools do not consolidate).
· The schoolwide plan must include statutory components, such as a comprehensive needs assessment, instructional reform strategies, professional development and parent involvement.   
· Core elements of a schoolwide program include: a comprehensive needs assessment that is based on academic achievement information about all students in the school, helps the school understand the subjects and skills for which teaching and learning need to be improved and identifies specific academic needs of students and groups of students who are not yet achieving the State’s academic standards; the comprehensive needs assessment must be developed with the participation of individuals  who will carry out the schoolwide program plan  and must document how it conducted the needs assessment, the results it obtained, and the conclusions it drew from those results and assess the needs of the school the school; a comprehensive plan that describes how the school will improve academic achievement through he school but particularly for those students furthest away from demonstrating proficiency, so that all students demonstrate at least proficiency on the State’s academic standards, and; an annual evaluation on the implementation of and the results achieved by the schoolwide program, using data from the State’s annual assessments and other indicators of academic achievement, determine whether the program has been effective and revise the plan as necessary.
