SUBJECT:	State Fair Absences (IC 20-33-2-17.7)

This memorandum is to provide information regarding I.C 20-33-2-17.7 that allows the governing body of a school corporation or the chief administrative officer of a nonpublic school to authorize and excuse the absence of a student if the student or a member of the student’s household exhibits or participates in the Indiana State Fair for educational purposes.

Under this statue:
· The parent must make the request in writing and the request must be approved in writing by the school principal
· The number of excused absences may not exceed five (5) instructional days in a school year.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The student excused from school attendance under this section may not be recorded as being absent on any date for which the excuse is operative and may not be penalized by the school in any manner (the student would be counted in attendance).
· The student must be in good academic standing as determined by the school corporation.
