[bookmark: _Toc536604589]Appendix to the Indiana Service Delivery Plan for 2020-21
In response to the COVID-19 pandemic, school buildings in Indiana were closed for three months at the end of the 2019-2020 academic year. Schools provided instruction remotely and could not meet face-to-face with students. Recognizing that additional closures may take place in 2020-21, the Indiana MEP has designed the following contingency plan that will go into effect if it is not possible to implement strategies or collect data as originally described. This plan follows the two options OME provided regarding closures of building in the regular term and summer 2020:
1. Continue to apply the current MPOs and in documenting the results, note the circumstances that contributed to not meeting the previously established targets and/or missing data for this period (e.g., pandemic-related modifications to services and waiver of Statewide assessments).
2. Document a modified plan for MEP services for summer 2020 and include this information as an Appendix or Addendum to the current SDP. The Appendix or Addendum should clearly specify why the modifications are necessary, the assessed needs upon which the modified services are based, the modified services to be provided, the modified MPOs to measure the implementation and results of those services, and the duration of the modifications (e.g., applicable to summer 2020). 
In general, strategies and MPOs should be implemented as described while buildings and in-person instruction are allowed under State or LOA rules. When buildings are closed and in-person instruction is not allowed, the supplemental assistance provided through the MEP may shift emphasis as described in the flexibility options in the following alignment chart.
The Indiana MEP recognizes that some services components will look different when education is not provided in person. For example, instructional services may include the delivery of packets of instructional materials and instructions intended for students to complete independently or with online or phone support from an instructor. These packets constitute instructional services when MEP staff are able to ascertain that students have engaged with them. Determining engagement may include phone/online video conversations, pictures of students engaging with materials, paperwork returned to instructors, or evidence of online interaction. A Needs and Services Log for documenting engagement will be provided if alternate forms of service delivery are required. Support services may shift emphasis as well with MEP staff ensuring that migratory students have the tools and information needed to participate in regular school year and/or summer instruction. Summer programs may shift emphasis depending on the identified needs of migratory children as documented in the Family Needs and Services Logs.

For services during closures, projects should attempt to determine the instructional and support services needs of preschool-age children and provide support appropriate to the need. Appropriate support may include nutrition, health services and referrals, age-appropriate educational materials and supplies for the home, and support for parents in providing learning rich environments for young children.
	3A)	By the end of the 2020-21 reporting period, 75% of migratory children ages 3-5 who are not proficient on the IMEP Kindergarten School Readiness Checklist will receive site-based or home-based services in a MEP-funded regular school year or summer program for ten sessions and will make one level progress on three skills.
	When possible either through assessments provided in person or online, we will collect data as described in MPO 3A. 	3.2)	Coordinate with programs fostering developmental skills aligned with the Early Childhood Foundations and State expectations to assist migratory children with participation.
	Should programs with which the MEP collaborates be closed in 2020-21. projects will provide flexible support as described in Strategy 3.1. when other programs are unavailable.
	3B)	By the end of the 2020-21 reporting period, 70% of migratory preschool students ages 3-5 will receive instructional services from existing preschool programs or MEP-funded programs.
	Should school buildings be closed for more than three months during 2020-21, projects do not need to determine participation in preschool programs from other funding sources when those programs are not in operation. 	After school building closure, the completion of IMPs may not be possible. 	After school building closure, OSY assessment may not be possible. In this case, projects will employ the following alternate MPO: By the end of the 2020-21 reporting period, 80% of students who received MEP instructional services will make “some” or “a lot” of progress with the materials provided as documented on the Family Needs and Services Summary Form.

	4.3) Assess needs of migratory families/students and provide support services aligned to needs to improve access and participation in academic programs.
	The strategy includes sufficient flexibility options that projects are able to provide support services in the regular term and summer as described. However, we expect that participation will be reduced due to fewer families moving and less engagement of students who are not in an educational setting.
	4C) By the end of the 2020-21 reporting period, 90% of students with support needs will receive a support service aligned to their needs as recorded on the family/student needs survey.
	No changes are needed for this MPO.
