RE:		School Performance Awards


Pursuant to P.L. 205-2013 SEC. 300, IC 20-43-10-3, eligible schools and the qualified teachers therein shall receive a “School Performance Award,” which shall be used to supplement teacher pay. In 2013, the General Assembly appropriated $30 million for this purpose and, as designated in statute, the awards shall only be given to teachers rated “effective” or “highly effective” under a statutorily-aligned staff performance evaluation plan. (IC 20-28-11.5).

Due to statutory obligations the cash awards for qualified teachers were determined using a school performance-based formula using data from the school building’s 2014 ISTEP passage rate, 2014 ECA passage rate, and preliminary 2014 non-waiver graduation rate. School corporations with K-2 configurations will see a column for eligible feeder school(s). School corporations may fund eligible teachers in K, K-1, and K-2 buildings using the eligible feeder pattern school. These eligible schools are marked on the spreadsheet with an asterisk. 

The Department of Education calculated the total award based on the performance-based formula, and due to positive results in ISTEP, ECA and non-waiver graduation rate the amount exceeded the appropriated $30 million dollars. Therefore, a reduction in overall performance formula calculations of 4.12393% was applied to all eligible schools.
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This week, school corporations will receive the school performance awards deposited into the fund 0100 General using receipt account 3293 Performance Based Awards.
