This lesson is tiered in product according to learning style.

Tier I:� Visual Learners
These students will discuss 4 main events in the story and will choose one event and draw a picture of it.
 
 
Tier II:� Auditory Learners:
These students will discuss 4 events in the story and will prepare a skit of one of these events.
 
 
Tier III:� Kinesthetic Learners:
